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- Before using the pushchair carefully read the instructions in this handbook, because it was written for
your safety and to guide you in the necessary learning process of the right use and maintenance of this
product. It is integrant part of the product and it must be kept with care for future references

- This handbook is for Dealers, Retailers, Assistants and Users; it gives instructions about the correct use of the
product, but it cannot be considered as a substitute of an adeguate experience of the User or of his Assistant

- Use the pushchair only after looking over the rules and instructions in this handbook

- OBI pushchair has been designed to carry children only. Change the size of the OBl as soon as the child
grows up

- The handbook reflects the kind of technique at the moment of putting the aid on the market. ORMESA
reserves the right to carry out any modification to the aid and to its handbook which can be suggested by the
experience, by technical considerations or by the change of standards. These modifications will be made
without being obliged to update the previous production and its handbooks

- OBI must be driven by people who have such a height and size which enable them to control its
movements

- OBl and its accessories must be used under strict medical control

- Before each use always check the brake efficiency, the wheel wear, the lock mechanism of the frame,
backrest and footrest

- Always lock brakes before making any adjustment

- Always lock both brakes, even on flat ground

- Pull the pushchair backwards to get on or off the pavement (see picture on page 4)
- Never leave the user alone in the pushchair

- Never leave the pushchair on a slope

- Before each use always check that all adjustable parts are well locked

- Clean the pushchair and the upholstery according to the instructions in the chapter “maintenance and
cleaning of OBI” page 20

- The operative environment does not have a particular influence on the aid unless it is used in the sea
surroundings. This because the saltness may damage the varnishing and its sliding parts. In this case we suggest
to clean, the frame scrupolously by following the specification in the chapter “MAINTENANCE” on page 19

- If the pushchair is defective, contact the local dealer who sold it to you
- Should there be any accident, contact ORMESA for a prompt examination of the situation
- The upholstery is fire-retardant

- ORMESA guarantees OBI for 2 years: In the case of problems, contact the retailer where you purchased it.
Always insist on the use of original spare parts

- PRODUCT REPAIRS OR MODIFICATIONS other than the regular maintenance shown on page 20 of the
manual MUST ONLY BE MADE BY ORMESA S.R.L. OR AN AUTHORIZED SERVICE CENTER, FAILING

A SOME EXAMPLES OF WHAT SHOULDN’T BE DONE WHILE USING OBI

- Don’t use the product with people, whose bodily size and weight do not correspond to the specified
dimensions: therefore the product must be established from proper staff, according to the legislation, to the
rules and to the laws in force

- Don’tlet anyone geton the footboard or standing on the back

- Do not go down or up the stairs with the pushchair for the transport of the user, because the structure
isn’t planned for this purpose

- Do not lift the pushchair in order to get over obstacles, by seizing it by the frame of the legrest or of the
footboard

- Don't use it on uneven surfaces, steep slopes or steps

- Children must not be allowed to play with the pushchair

- Do not put any too hot container or object on the table because the wood or the covering could be hardly
damaged

- The table 824 cannot be used for eating

- Do not use OBI with flat wheels: the pushchair could lose its stability by increasing the risk of
overturning

- Don’t use the product if any parts are damaged or missing

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MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING OF OBI

ORDINARY MAINTENANCE (or preventive)

THE ORDINARY MAINTENANCE OF THE AID HAS TO BE DONE AT LEAST EVERY MONTH.

ALL THE PERIODIC WORKS OF MAINTENANCE ARE NECESSARY TO ASSURE THE RIGHT USE OF THE
PUSHCHAIR AND ITS SAFETY. IT IS ALSO THE MAIN REQUIREMENT TO KEEP THE CE MARKING.

ONLY WHEN THESE INTERVENTIONS ARE COMPLETED IN THE TIME AND WAY HEREIN SPECIFIED,
THE RESPONSIBILITY OF KEEPING THE MAIN REQUIREMENTS OF THE PUSHCHAIR ( ENCL. 1,
EEA/93/42 STANDARD) IS UP TO THE MANUFACTURER.

THE MANUFACTURER ALSO RECOMMENDS HAVING THE FUNCTION / SAFETY OF YOUR DEVICE
THOROUGHLY CHECKED BY THE SUPPLIER AT THE FOLLOWING INTERVALS:

1) within 3 months of purchase;

2) within six months of purchase;

3) once a year thereafter.

Cleaning of chromated and painted frame
Clean the varnished chromium parts of the pushchair with a soft cloth dipped in diluted wethylated spirit.
AFTER CLEANING, DRY THEM UP WITH A SOFT CLOTH.

Cleaning the upholstery

To wash the upholstery of OBI scrupulously follow the instructions herein specified:

- Detach the upholstery from the backrest and from the seat;

- Wash the upholstery in your washing machine at the maximum temperature of 40 degree and respecting the
words of the symbols:

W A 8 | = | B | O

Hand-wash with | Do notbleach |pg ot dry-clean Do not iron Do not tumble dry |Lay the cuscino flaf

neutral soap to dry.

- Once the upholstery is dried fix it to the backrest and seat thanks to the buttons.

Maintenance of the pressure of tyres and cleaning of wheels

- Keep constant pressure on the back tyres (the front wheels are full and it isn’t necessary to control their
pressure) at 25+30 psi (1,9+2,3 atm);

- Check periodically the holding of bolts and nuts on the frame by paying special attention to the wheels and to the brakes;

- Clean the wheels and the brakes at least once a month by keeping them free from waste (thread, hair, etc...)
which can stick to the revolving parts;

- DO NOT GREASE THE BRAKE BLOCKS.

Lubrication

The device does not require any particular lubrication except when the wheels do not turn smoothly. In this case,
use commercial spray grease following the precautions indicated on the container. AFTER LUBRICATION,
CAREFULLY DRY THE TREATED PARTS TO REMOVE ANY GREASE RESIDUES.
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If you have found the BRAKES even partially INEFFICIENT, do not hesitate to contact your
retailer who will determine whether they need to be repaired or replaced to prevent dangerous
situations which could cause accidents.

ﬁ Maintenance and replacement of parts or accessories must never be done while the pushchair is
being used.

EXTRAORDINARY MAINTENANCE (or corrective)

EXTRAORDINARY MAINTENANCE MEANS ALL THOSE WORKS ON THE PUSHCHAIR WHICH ARE
DIFFERENT FROM THE ABOVE-MENTIONED ONES. WE ASK THE USER, DEALER AND ALL PUBLIC
HEALTH SERVICES TO LET THE MANUFACTURER OR OTHER OFFICIALLY AUTHORIZED COMPANIES
INTERVENE WITH EXTRAORDINARY MAINTENANCE WORKS.

ANY OTHER DIFFERENT ACTION MEANS THAT THE USER AND THE THIRD MAINTENANCE SERVICE
ASSUME THEIR RESPONSIBILITY FOR THEIR DONE WORKS ON THE PUSHCHAIR. THE
MANUFACTURER WILL BE ONLY RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY POSSIBLE ORIGINAL DEFECT OF THE
PRODUCT THAT MAY BE DECLARED TO THE MANUFACTURER.

If the pushchair must be scrapped, dispose of the parts according to the legal requirements in
force in the country where it is in use.
